5. Protection of Persons and Property: Will Goodman reported on the community meeting held recently at the TLA building. Many present expressed frustrations at the lack of coordination within the OPP regarding Lake Temagami break ins.  One OPP constable has now been assigned to oversee this problem.  It was moved by David McFarlane and seconded by Pete Calverley to commit up to $5000 towards Crime Stoppers to pay for dedicated signage at lake Temagami access points and possible replacement of the billboard on the Access Road. 6. Special Event: A financial statement was presented that showed this year’s event showed a net surplus of approximately $5000 which will be dedicated to the water quality studies underway this year.
7. Taxes and Municipal issues: A brief survey was discussed and approved to be sent to candidates in the upcoming municipal election.  Results of the survey will be emailed to all TLA members and mailed to Canadian voters along with an instruction sheet detailing how to register and vote.
8. TERAS: The next step is to create a set of policies and procedures this fall. This was deferred the Sept. meeting of the Board.
