· By-Laws: After some discussion re: historical attendance patterns at previous AGMs it was moved by Andrew Healy and seconded by Andrew Zyp to change the TLA bylaws regarding the required quorum from 15% to 10% of voting members subject to this change conforming to any Provincial legislation pertaining to this.  Carried.

· Communications: A discussion regarding the suitability of publishing opinion pieces in the Times was held.  There is an awareness on the part of the board of directors of the image the Times presents as “the Voice of the TLA” and the importance of having the Time’s content reflect TLA values.
· Finance: The TLA building roof has been replaced and came in under budget.
· Fish and wildlife: Bear sightings are frequent near the dump an occurrence repeated in many northern communities this season.
· Member services:.  Our staff have inspected and cleaned over 100 campsites and installed 4 privies this past month. The AGM will be held Sat. July 25, followed by a BBQ and members ‘rummage sale’.
· Natural resources: Our staff assisted Friends of Temagami in trail clearance on Temagami Island and along the White Bear trails in Temagami.
· Planning: no report
· Protection of Persons and Property: A visit by our patrolman to 160 properties during the month of May found  evidence of only one break in.  Subsequent reports indicate a few in the hub area specifically related to boathouse access.
· Taxes and Municipal issues: The municipal budget has been approved with a 2% increase in Municipal taxes.  Most islanders will see a tax decrease as a result of a lower school board budget.
· TERAS:  Canada Revenue Agency has acknowledged receipt of our application for charitable status as being complete and will take about 4 months to review it.
· Water Quality: Our first water testing program has been completed and samples have been sent to the lab for analysis..
