4. Committee Reports: 

· Communications:  The History of the TLA project will be completed over the winter months.
· Finance: Investment funds have been converted into new, higher interest bearing, GIC’s.
· Fish and wildlife:  Andrew Healy has submitted his name to represent the TLA on the fisheries management committee of MNR for Zone 11.
· Member services:The AGM agenda was reviewed and approved. The TLA board will host a corn roast for members on Sat.July 31 from noon till 3 PM.
· Natural resources: the Crown Land maintenance program was reviewed.  The partnership has 50% less funding than at the start so crews tend to work the back country as do the Friends of Temagami.  MNR crews will begin clearing trails on Temagami Is. shortly.
Andrew Healy will report back on a plan to have a Fall clean up of campsites on the lake.

· Planning: The issue of TLA representation on PAC will be addressed by Municipal Council at their meeting at Camp Wabun on July 22.  The draft by law reduces TLA overall representation on the committee.  Member Jack Goodman provided the Board with an overview of the negotiations that led to amalgamation.  Part of the agreement was the certainty that the TLA would have equal representation on PAC with the rest of the community.
·  Protection of Persons and Property: Reduced police budgets may impact patrols on Lake Temagami – this will be clarified at the July 22 council meeting.
· Taxes and Municipal: A letter from President Rob Corcoran will be on the Council agenda at their July 21 meeting regarding various taxation issues.  The letter is posted on our website.  Boyd Matchett provided an overview of our recommendations to Council.   Both documents will be available at the July 22 council meeting and AGM.
· Temagami Region Studies Institute:
5. Water Quality: A Report with recommendations with respect to water quality testing was submitted to the board by chair Ted Tichinoff.  The board voted to receive the report, recommend that the committee contact other lake associations and appropriate institutions to see if we can learn from their experiences and further that the committee contact appropriate colleges regarding professional support for water testing.  The report will be taken to members at the AGM.
