4. Committee Reports: 

· Communications: Articles are required for the Winter Times.
· Finance: Committee chairs have received 2009 budget request forms to complete.
· Fish and wildlife:  Fish measuring decals: the committee is investigating having new ones made and how to finance these.  A motion to approve the project was moved by David Taylor and seconded by Vince Hovanec and that TLA Commercial members and advertisers will be given an initial opportunity to support the project.  Carried.
· Member services: A chair is required to lead the Flea Market committee.
· Natural resources: Temagami Land Use Plan: 10 year renewal period is now 3 years overdue.  MNR will decide on a direction in the coming months and the TLA should be prepared to comment on the need to reopen this plan.  The Maintenance Plan report for this summer shows an increase in staffing however fewer days on Lake Temagami and the report indicates a need for partners on boat access lakes.  The TLA will consider a camp site clean up initiative this coming year.
· Planning: The Docks and Parking Project continues with a Terms of Reference for a broader community study, the 5 year provincially mandated review of the Official Plan continues, including the request to designate Ferguson Point and Mountain properties as available for residential development, there is a Lakeshore Capacity study of water quarter underway on Lake Temagami, no news at this time on the Land Claim settlement issues, 

· Taxes and Municipal: 1. attempts to get a breakdown of who pays what share of property taxes in the Municipality is frustrated by the inability of the Municipality to do this.  2. An attempt will be made to have the municipal budget frozen at 2009 levels.  A future meeting with the Mayor and his staff will discuss this.
· Water Quality: Ontario Power Generation reports they are being sued by a lake resident regarding water levels in the spring on 2009.  The TLA will correspond and ask for a meeting with the Ontario Power Generation with regards to water levels on Lake Temagami.
5. New Business:   TLA Dock: It was moved by Andrew Healy and seconded by Boyd Matchett to approve the purchase and construction of a 40 foot floating dock by Kirk Smith Construction at their submitted tender price.  Carried.
6. Motion to adjourn   It moved by David Taylor and seconded by Chip Kittredge to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM.  Carried.
