4. Committee Reports
· Archives: Angus Scully reviewed for the Board the state of the Archives presently stored at the Temagami Train Station.  Limited access and space presently limit use of our archives.  There is a need to perhaps begin a process of digitalizing what is there and investigate a move to a more accessible, but still secure, location.  It was moved by Andrew Healy and seconded by Ted Tichinoff to authorize the committee chair to begin preliminary talks with the Temagami Library Board about the potential of relocation to their premise.  Carried.

· Finance: 

· Fish and wildlife: As the Mayor and some members of Temagami Municipal Council have been and continue to lobby Provincial ministers, Municipal Affairs and perhaps Natural Resources, to overturn cold water fishery development restrictions for Lake Temagami it was decided to write these ministers and share our concerns about the same issue.  Andrew will draft a letter and circulate to the board for discussion.
· Member services: A draft agenda was presented for our AGM at Camp Wabun and was approved by the board.  A nomination for member of year was received and discussed.  It was moved by Andrew Healy and seconded by Chip Kittredge to award this honour to a specific member whose name will be released at the AGM. Carried.
The Special Events committee presented their plan for the July 28 Event and a list of volunteer positions that need filling.  Board members are asked to contact the committee chairs with personal commitments from that list.
· Natural resources: Our staff is presently working on creating a data base for Lake Temagami camp sites and a standardized process for inspecting same.  Privies are being built and distributed to Youth Camp partners for installation.  Our staff will begin the process of inspecting sites shortly.
Lead free fishing sinkers: As the ingestion of lead sinkers may account for up to 50% of loon mortality rates we will investigate sourcing lead free sinkers for a one for one trade service available at the headquarters’ building.  Members will be notified of such a service using our email, website and radio services.
· Planning: No recent development applications have been received.

· Protection of Persons and Property:  Will Goodman reports that the Town’s committee investigating the need for fire protection on Lake Temagami is presenting gathering cost information.  At present it seems that the distance from the hub of most properties will be a major limiting factor in any such service.

· Taxes and Municipal Issues:  Peter presented an overview of the Municipality’s plans for waste transfer stations on Lake Temagami.  The waste transfer site closure on the Temagami waterfront was discussed and alternative suggestions will be relayed to town staff.  We await the town’s decision of the municipal staff 40 hour schedule for the Mine Landing transfer site before deciding on whether to hire part time staff to work there.

· Water Quality: The Temagami Community Foundation has declined to support us financially with our water testing program.

Our staff has completed the first round of water testing and we await lab results.  Our second initiative, on site water sample collection at cottages, is  underway and will occupy staff time in July.  Our third initiative, that of sampling PH levels across the lake, will take place in August at concurrent with the second round of water sample collection.
