· Archives: 

· Communications:  The Summer Times issue will highlight the major issues the TLA is undertaking this year.  The book, “Temagami Lakes Association: The Life and Times of a Cottage Community” will be ready for summer.  A sub committee has been  struck to develop a strategy for distribution of the new history book.  A survey of TLA members is being prepared within Survey Monkey – directors will receive a draft soon.
· Finance: Treasurer McFarlane will investigate this years investment opportunities for our investment account.
· Fish and wildlife: 
· Member services: We have received a Land Use Permit application from MNR for the Temagami Island dock as well as a final quote to build it.  We await approval of the application.
· Natural resources: 
· Planning: Municipal Council has received the PAC report on recommendations for the OP review and for the most part have accepted the recommendations of the committee.  This does respect the intent of the Tenets for Temagami.
· Protection of Persons and Property: 
· Taxes and Municipal: The municipal budget process continues slowly.  We are participating in meetngs however the process of cutting budget continues to be a challenge.
· Temagami Region Studies Institute: 
· Water Quality: A meeting with our consultant in anticipation of our water testing program was held and dealt with the  following issues:
· Three annual tests re: phosphorus levels, water clarity, water temperatures and oxygen levels
· Three additional tests re: water temperatures and oxygen levels (WTO2)
· Where on the lake to test will be determined over the next few weeks after recommendations from Story are received
· When tests would take place are: (May - ice out, July, Oct) - all tests; June, Aug, Sept - (WTO2)   
· Equipment required will require a capital outlay of approximately $2500 

· Annual expences are anticipated to be around $2000 for gas couriers testing bottles and tests

· For the first year we are going to have a small (4-6) group of people who will perform the tests (which need to be completed and sent to the lab within 24 hours).

· Training will be conducted by Story Environmental early in May 2011
